At Notre Dame College, we take pride in our uniform code and
expect all students to wear the College uniform with diligence and
respect. The uniform is compulsory as it helps identify students,
fosters a sense of belonging, and promotes respect by minimizing
visible economic or social differences.



@ ® @ STUDENT UNIFORM CODE

The correct uniform is to be worn at the College, travelling between home
and College and on other occasions as required.

» Any deviations from the Uniform Code are to be explained in writing:
to the Classroom Teacher (EY/JY); or by a note signed by parents and
countersigned by the Wellbeing and Engagement Leader.

» All items of uniform should be clearly and permanently marked.

» The College hat is to be worn at all times, except when inside classrooms
or the Student Administration Office.

» College shoes are to be kept clean and polished.

» Sports uniform is to be worn on sports days and during
HPE lessons

» Competition sports uniforms are only to be worn at inter-school
competitions. Sports shorts must be worn to school. Students change
into competition uniforms.

» Students will receive notification of when they are to wear their Family
Team coloured shirts before an upcoming event.

» If a student is timetabled for a practical subject such as Science, ITD or
Food Technology, the College formal shoe is to be worn for that lesson.

» Appropriate dress will be required in specialist rooms, details of which will be
provided by the departments concerned.

» Free dress days, including Book Week, must be of appropriate attire.

No midriffs, singlets or offensive messages on clothing are to be worn.
Shorts and skirts need to be of appropriate length as per College sports shorts..

SUITABLE SHOES

Formal Shoe: Must be completely black, laced up, with
an enclosed toe. The upper must be impervious
polishable leather and cut below the ankle with a heel.
Canvas, ballet flats, ‘Mary-Janes,’ skate shoes, volleys,
buckled shoes, and boots are not permitted.

Sport Shoes: Must be a jogger of a subtle colour.
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Formal Shoes: Black leather shoes - sports shoes \ ‘)

UNSUITABLE SHOES

® ® @ COSMETICS

» Heavy make-up, including mascara, is not allowed.

Light, natural-looking foundation or tinted moisturiser is acceptable.

No nail polish, false/acrylic nails, false eyelashes, or extensions.

Students will be required to remove make-up, false eyelashes and nail polish
Body art must not be visible.
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® ® @ HAIR

» Hair must be well-groomed, of natural colour, and tied back if collar-length
or longer.

» Fringes must be kept off the face, out of the eyes, and off the collar.

» Hair ties should be brown or black; headbands and ribbons should be in
school colours.

» Hairstyles must accommodate the College hat and extreme styles/colours
are not acceptable (e.g., rats tails,’ ‘horseys,’ ‘mullets,’ extreme fades).
Principal's discretion applies.

» Boys must be clean-shaven.

® ® ® JEWELLERY

» Permitted: A Christian religious symbol (e.g., cross) on a plain gold or silver
chain (not visible above the collar), one small stud or sleeper in the lower ear
lobe (gold, silver, pearl, or diamond), and a watch (see expectations around
Smart Watches).

» Not Permitted: Tongue, eyebrow, lip, or nose studs/rings, earrings above the
lower lobe, charity bands/bracelets/bangles, rings, spacers, and visible
permanent markings.

 Inappropriate items will be confiscated and stored with your Wellbeing and
Engagement Leader.

@ ® @ FREE DRESS EXPECTATION

» Clothing must be of appropriate length, modest, have sleeves, and be sun-
safe (no midriffs or short shorts).

» Enclosed shoes are required.

» Slogans, emblems, and themes on clothing must be appropriate for a P-12
school context.

» Clothing must meet workplace health and safety requirements and be
suitable for a normal day of learning.
